The flexible entertainer will be using this aerial technique along with juggling, balancing and 
exceptional acting to play the part of an elderly man -and former circus performer- in 
Kaleidoscope Theatre’s The Boy Who Learned To Fly.   The old man teaches the ways of the 
circus to his video-game addicted teenage neighbour and the lessons take flight, literally! 
The new play by Barbara Poggemiller will premiere and tour schools in Victoria before taking 
the stage at the 2007 Vancouver International Children’s Festival in May.
